            CAHA  BID  PROPOSAL  2010-2011 SEASON

I. For those members who choose to prepay for # 2 heating oil for their locked in pricing the cost will be +.3699 over the New York future price. This price is based on an un-weighted average for October 2010 through March 2011 future costs that will change daily and need to be locked in daily at or before 4:00pm. Member must be on automatic delivery to receive this pricing. 

II. For those members who choose to budget # 2 heating oil for their locked in pricing the cost will be +.3899 over the New York future price. This price is based on an un-weighted average for October through March 2011 future costs that will change daily and need to be locked in daily at or before 4:00pm. Member must be on automatic delivery to receive this pricing. 

III. For those members who choose not to lock in pricing for # 2 heating oil the pricing will be +.2999 over the New York port price. This price is based on daily current month costs and will change daily. There are three options with this pricing and they are as follows.

a. Member must be on an automatic delivery on a floating budget account, positive balance account, or with net 10 day credit terms. 

b. Member can also be on a call in basis with deliveries being paid for in full at time of delivery or floating budget with positive balance on account. 

c. If member chooses to fill tanks between June 1st & August 31st they will receive an extra discounted margin of -.0200 cents per gallon over the New York port price.

IV. All K-1 or kerosene pricing will be discounted .05 off the regular rates.  This could be budget, fixed, call in or pre-buy.

V. There will be a 10% discount from any and all regular rates for propane users. This means if my regular rate for propane with a usage of 800 gallons is $2.19 per gallon the CAHA member will get those same gallons at $1.98 per gallon. This rate will change depending on usage calculations.  This includes pre-buy, fixed and budget rates.

VI. (a) Propane labor rates for service during regular business hours Monday – Friday will be $82.00 per hour. Labor rates for service during weekend hours will be $123.00 per hour.  

(b) Propane service contracts are available upon request. Costs for these contracts are as follows. Please refer to attached brochure for all contract pricing and coverage.  All service contracts are subject to approval pending inspection before being issued.

VII. All oil service is provided during regular and after hours.  Fielding’s does subcontract a portion of this service to several well known contractors in the Augusta/Waterville coverage areas.  Most of this contracted work is done after hours.  However, all oil service calls are received by our answering service and dispatched accordingly.  A list of these subcontractors can be provided upon request.

1. All accounts will be kept current and in good standing. If terms are not current any discounts received will be forfeited.

2. Budget plans start June 1st and end April 1st. Budgets can begin at any time; however 12 month budgets will start June 1st and all other budgets will be modified to end April 1st.  

3. Any lock in and or fixed pricing will not be offered after September 30th unless extended by Fielding’s Oil & Propane Company.
